The crowd came together again, so that Jesus and his disciples could not even eat. When his family
heard it, they went out to restrain him, for people were saying, “He has gone out of his mind.” And
the scribes who came down from Jerusalem said, “He has Beelzebul, and by the ruler of the demons
he casts out demons.” And he called them to him, and spoke to them in parables, “How can Satan
cast out Satan? If a kingdom is divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. And if a house is
divided against itself, that house will not be able to stand. And if Satan has risen up against himself
and is divided, he cannot stand, but his end has come. But no one can enter a strong man’s house and
plunder his property without first tying up the strong man; then indeed the house can be plundered.

Gladden Lecture series featuring The Rev. Dr.
Yvonne V. Delk. For over 60 years, Rev. Delk
has been a strong ally in the fight for human and
civil rights for people of color, children, and the
poor. In 1974, Rev. Delk became the first African
American woman to be ordained as clergy in the
UCC. She is the editor of the book Afro-Christian
Convention: The Fifth Stream of the United Church
of Christ.

The Rev. Delk will also preach at both the 9 and
11 a.m. worship services; her sermon is entitled
“There Is A River”. The 2024 Gladden Lecture is
being co-sponsored by the Washington Gladden
Social Justice Park and a reception following the
lecture will be held in the Social Justice Park.
